Fourth Sunday of Lent 
March 31, 2019 

Whoever is in Christ is a new creation:  
the old things have passed away;  
behold, new things have come. 

— 2 Corinthians 5:17 
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In this fourth week of the Lenten season we celebrate a significant parish event – the Confirma on 
Mass for our Rel. Ed. 8th grade and Special Sacraments candidates.  Normally we celebrate Confirma on here 
at St. Beatrice during the Easter season part of April.  However, because Easter is a li le later this year (April 
21st), and because First Communion will be two weeks a er that, we did not want to try to squeeze too much 
into a 2-week me span. 

So, our Confirma on Mass will be this Tuesday, April 2nd at 7:00pm here at St. Beatrice, and our 
candidates will be confirmed by one of the new Chicago auxiliary bishops, Bishop Robert Casey.  Confirma on 
is the last of the three Sacraments of Ini a on (Bap sm, Eucharist, and Confirma on), which means that our 
students will now be fully ini ated into the Catholic Church.  I should also note that once again this year we 
have a joint Confirma on Mass with the 8th grade Religious Ed. students from Divine Savior Parish in Norridge.  
This type of sharing is one of the prac cal and visible ways that Renew My Church is touching the lives of all 
parishes in the Chicago Archdiocese. 

And so, I would like to congratulate our students, their families, and their sponsors.  The names of our 
2019 Confirmandi are printed in this week’s bulle n.  Please take a moment to pray for them, that they will 
u lize the seven gi s of the Holy Spirit (Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel, For tude, Knowledge, Piety, and 
Fear of the Lord), and live as Christ’s disciples in the world. 

Another significant parish event that you should mark on your calendar now is our annual Lenten 
Reconcilia on Service, which will take place on Monday, April 15th at 7:00pm.  Please note that the service will 
take place at St. Maria Gore  Parish in Schiller Park, as we alternate loca ons with them each year.  Several 
priests will be available that evening for individual confessions, and receiving this sacrament is a great way to 
prepare for Easter. 

This week I would also like to give you an update on our 2019 Annual Catholic Appeal.  Our goal for this 
year’s Appeal is $16,367.  Our most current total in pledges for this year is $24,875.  So, if we end up collec ng 
the full pledge amount by the me of the Appeal’s conclusion (in January 2020), St. Beatrice will receive a 
rebate check of over $8,000.  Thank you to everyone who has pledged and donated.  If you have not pledged 
but would like to do so, pledge envelopes are available in a basket near the main entrance of church. 

Finally, with the upcoming changes that will take place for St. Beatrice and St. Maria Gore , I think it 
would be worthwhile for us to pray the Renew My Church Prayer, asking God for His grace: 

Lord Jesus, you speak to us today, as you spoke to holy men and women who have gone before us.  In 
every age and in our own me, you call to us and say: Renew My Church.  Pour out the gi  of your Holy Spirit 
upon us, and so enable us to hear you clearly, to listen to each other a en vely, to imagine our future boldly, to 
discern your direc on wisely, to persevere in your holy will courageously, to stay together in charity, to 
surrender our own plans readily, to embrace the greater good, to hand on your gi s to future genera ons.  May 
we remain in the holy company of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the apostles and all the saints.  May their example 
and presence inspire us with pa ent confidence in the work of your grace.  We ask this of you who live and 
reign with the Father, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, forever and ever.  Amen.
