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We began this month of November by celebraƟng the Holy Day of All Saints.  In my homily on that day I had 

menƟoned the numerous saints that are depicted in our church building, whether in the stained glass windows, 
pictures on the walls, or statues.  I thought I would share that list of saints here in the bulleƟn and give you a 
challenge: see if you can find where each one of these saints is located inside our church.  But be aware that not all 
of them can be seen within the main part of the church, so you may have to go exploring a liƩle!  The saints who are 
depicted on our windows, walls, and statues are: the Blessed Virgin Mary, our Lady of Guadalupe, our Lady of 
Perpetual Help, our Lady of Czestochowa, our Lady of Mt. Carmel, our Lady of FaƟma, St. Joseph, St. Beatrice, St. 
Anthony of Padua, St. Francis of Assisi, St. Anne, St. John the BapƟst, St. Gabriel, St. Veronica, St. Mary Magdalene, 
St. Joseph of Arimathea, St. Simon of Cyrene, St. MaƩhew, St. Mark, St. Luke, St. John, Pope St. John XXIII, and Pope 
St. John Paul II.  Good luck! 

On the day aŌer All Saints Day, we celebrated All Souls Day, when we prayed for all of our deceased 
brothers and sisters.  We conƟnue to pray for them especially during the month of November, so don’t forget that 
during this month our parish’s Book of the Dead is available at the Sacred Heart altar.  We invite you to write in the 
names of your deceased loved ones, as we pray for them at the peƟƟons during the weekend Masses in November.  
And I would like to thank Sunrise PrinƟng for again supplying us with the beauƟful poster (right next to the Book of 
the Dead) that lists the names of those who have been buried from St. Beatrice Parish in the past year.  I also want 
to thank Sax-Tiedemann Funeral Home for again donaƟng the red roses that are located near the poster, in honor of 
those whose names are listed on the poster. 

And don’t forget that next weekend our St. Beatrice Women’s Club will host their annual Fall Harvest Bake 
Sale.  It will take place in the Gathering Room aŌer all Masses on Nov. 17-18.  Plenty of delicious homemade baked 
goods will be available, so it’s a great opportunity to stock up for Thanksgiving!  You can also buy Ɵckets for their 
Bake Sale raffle.  This raffle always features many prizes, and this year it includes two prizes of 4 Ɵckets to a Chicago 
Wolves game!  We hope you can plan to support the Women’s Club and St. Beatrice next weekend. 

I also want to take a moment this week to menƟon something that has been starƟng to occur more 
frequently at Mass.  When we used to have vigil lights at the back of church, people would oŌen light them and 
congregate by them while Mass was going on.  I never said anything because this was taking place at the back of 
church, so it did not distract the people siƫng in the pews.  Now that the vigil lights in the back are gone, people 
have begun walking around and lighƟng the vigil candles at the front of church while the sacrifice of the Mass is 
being celebrated, regardless of whatever important things are taking place at the ambo or the altar.  Please be 
aware that, liturgically speaking, nothing else is as important as the Mass.  When the Mass is being celebrated, 
everything else is secondary.  Our church is open before and aŌer Mass, and it remains open between all the 
Sunday Masses, so there is plenty of Ɵme to light vigil candles outside of Mass Ɵme.  So, please be respecƞul and 
don’t distract fellow parishioners (and the presider!) while the holy Mass is being celebrated. 

Finally, this Sunday our naƟon celebrates Veteran’s Day, as we honor all those who have bravely served and 
sacrificed for our country.  We will have a blessing of veterans at our Masses this weekend, but I thought it would 
also be good to print the blessing here: Heavenly Father, as we give you thanks for the freedoms we enjoy, we also 
thank you for the brave men and women who have answered the call to serve their country and protect our 
freedoms.  Bless them with the gi  of your peace.  As we acknowledge their service, we pray also for those who 
serve us now and are in harm’s way.  Protect them with your love and bring them home safely.  We ask this through 
Christ our Lord. 

St. Beatrice, pray for us and for all veterans.  May God bless you.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
      Veterans Day began with the signing of a        
symbolic treaty between the Allies and Germany    
ending World War I (then called the “Great War”) on 
the eleventh hour of the eleventh day of the eleventh 
month. The auspicious date was actually a             
well-established religious holiday, the feast of Saint 
Martin of Tours, a beloved soldier saint of the army of 
Rome. After World War II, Armistice Day was 
changed to Veterans Day in the United States and  
Remembrance Day in Britain, but of course the feast 
of Saint Martin endures. 
 Martin was named after Mars, the god of war, and 
against the advice of his parents he went on his own 
to church. He became a catechumen at the age of ten. 
By fifteen he was enlisted in the cavalry in France. 
Coming across a poor man, Martin had an impulse to 
divide his bright red soldier’s cape and clothe him. He 
later had the insight that he had served Christ, and the 
other half of his cape became a lifelong sign to him of 
his duty to serve the poor. Housed in a tiny church 
capella or “chapel,” the cape became a great object of 
pilgrimage on the way to Compostella, and a favored 
place for the prayers of soldiers. Martin was not so 
eager to serve as bishop as he had been as a soldier, 
and legend says that he hid in a barn filled with geese 
to avoid episcopal election. To this day, the customary 
meal for November 11 is goose! Traditionally, this is 
the last feast day before winter closes in, and begins a 
period of fasting once known as “Saint Martin’s Lent” 
or “Martinmas,” that later developed into the season 
of Advent.

Issam from “Star of Bethlehem Group” came to the United States with a 
mission to help those families by selling their beautiful religious hand crafts. The cost of goods goes to 
benefit the Christian carvers to keep them working in the spirit of our Lord Jesus Christ. Therefore, the 
profit from sales goes directly to the needy Catholic schools and clinics in the Holy Land.  Star of            
Bethlehem has been approved by many bishops, and the diocese of Jerusalem.
